The 4+ Program (Bachelor and Master of
Education) is an accelerated pathway for
those students seeking a teaching license
and undergraduate degree, a second Initial
license in Moderate Disabilities and a Master
of Education (MEd).

Students in the 4+| Program will first
complete the requirements for one or more
undergraduate degrees and an Initial
teaching license in one of twelve
undergraduate licensure programs. In the
fifth year, including summers, students will
complete the 33 graduate credits necessary
to earn a Master of Education (MEd) and add
a second Initial license in Moderate

Disabilities.
